ALARGAN Participates in Earth Hour

On Saturday, March 28, 2009, ALARGAN
took part in an amazing and inspiring
event called Earth Hour. Sponsored by the
World Wildlife Fund, Earth Hour urged
millions of people around the world to take
part in the largest movement combating
climate change. By simply turning off all
electricity for just one hour at ALARGAN'’s
locations across Kuwait, Bahrain, Saudi
Arabia, and Oman, ALARGAN joined tens

of millions of concerned citizens and
corporations throughout the world in
calling for action to save our planet.
Employees participated by switching off
all office lights and unplugging
non-essential equipment before leaving
their offices. In addition, they were
encouraged to turn off their lights at home
during the event.

With millions of people around the world
sharing the same experience and
participating in this dramatic event, the
World Wildlife Fund reached its target of
one hillion votes this year. The goal is to
present these votes to world leaders at the
December 2009 Global Climate Change
Conference in  Copenhagen.  The
conference  will  determine official
government policies to take action against
global warming.

Earth Hour began in Sydney, Australia in
2007, where 2.2 million homes and
businesses switched off their lights for
one hour. In 2008 the message grew into
a global movement with 50 million people
switching off their lights.  Global
landmarks such as the Golden Gate
Bridge in San Francisco, Rome’s

Colosseum, Paris's Eiffel Tower, the
Sydney Opera House and the Coca Cola
billboard in Times Square all stood in
darkness.

This year in Kuwait, Earth Hour was highly
supported by the Ministry of Electricity
and Water. A day of activities leading up
to and during Earth Hour were held,
including an environmental fair and a
Global Warming Seminar at the popular
tourist attraction, The Green Island. During
Earth Hour, participants were also given
access to telescopes to stargaze.
Furthermore, both the Kuwait and
Liberation Towers’ lighting were reduced
by 60% as well as reducing the lights of
the Arabian Gulf street to further support
the cause. In addition to ALARGAN taking
part in recognizing Earth Hour, other
companies and organizations participated
as well such as the Gulf Bank of Kuwait,
IKEA, KNPC and the British, Italian,
American and German Embassies.
Various malls such as The Avenues, Al
Fanar, Al Muhalab and Souq Sharq joined
the movement as well.

In the United Arab Emirates, companies
whole-heartedly endorsed the Earth Hour
2009 campaign. Many of Dubai's
residential areas also prticipated in Earth
Hour with 60 minutes of complete
darkness. Within that hour Dubai
witnessed a 20 percent reduction in the

amount of electricity consumed. The massive Burj Al Arab was practically shutdown with
the entire tower darkened for the complete hour. Most notably though was the
carbon-neutral Coldplay concert that took place in Abu Dhabi. Coldplay, who are committed
to offseting the energy consumed at their concerts, estimated to be about 600 tons of
carbon dioxide, are funding a windfarm in New Zealand and offered recycling bins at the
venue.

As for Bahrain, 2009 was the first year to partake in global event, with numerous
companies and organizations encouraging all employees to participate by switching off all
electricity, aiming to make a powerful statement about energy consumption in the region.
The statement was further supported when The Bahrain World Trade Center joined other
global landmarks in turning off all lighting for one hour.

Following the support and participation of one billion people worldwide in 2,848 cities and
towns in 83 countries, there is a certain undeniable hope for the future and the preservation
of our environment. Those countless dark skylines around the world proved to be a
testament to the power of cooperation and unity for this great cause.
